This week in English, we have started a new text for our 
topic called The Nutcracker. We began to make 
predictions based on what we have read so far. We then 
explored what nouns are and identified nouns in the 

pictures from the book. We then used these to write up our own descriptive 
sentences using adjectives to describe the nouns that we 
found. 
 
This week in our Maths we have been developing our 
addition and subtraction skills using part whole models. We 
then looked at subtraction and additon related facts. 

 
In topic we had our first Geography lesson where we looked at different 
prepositional language. This was done by writing 
instructions on moving a counter to get from one 
place to another on a map, using keyt words such as 
up, down, left and right. We also started computing 

where we looked at online safety by exploring  ‘ Golidlocks a hashtag cautionary 
tale’. Then using our direction knowledge from Geogoraphy we used these to 

direct beebots by giving instrutions on how to move.  
 
This week in PHSE we started our new puzzle ‘celebrating difference’ 
and we learned about how we are similar to eachother.
