What have Year 2 been up to this week?

This week in English, the children looked more deeply at understanding

verbs and what they are. They also made predictions about the

story The Extraordinary Gardener, using clues from the front cover and

the beginning of the text to think about what might happen next. They
explored how verbs are action or doing words and practiced identifying
them in sentences as well as using them in their own writing.
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In Maths, we started the week by solving word problems involving multiplication and division.
The children worked hard to apply their problem-solving skills and explain their reasoning. We
also began learning about capacity and volume, exploring how we measure and compare

% different amounts.

In Science, the children have been learning about plants. They explored the
different parts of a plant and discussed what plants need to grow healthy and
strong. In D&T, the children started planning how they will make their pasta
salad, which they will put into action next week. They carefully selected their own
vegetables to include in their pasta and thought about how their ingredients would work
together to create a healthy and tasty dish.

This week in PSHE, we started our new topic on relationships. We introduced the idea of positive
friendships.
