Year 3 Weekly Newsletter – 17th April 2026  

 
In English this week, we have begun to look at persuasive writing. We read a few 
examples of persuasive writing, discussing whether it was effective and why. We looked 
at all the features we need to include within persuasive writing, including title, present 
tense, conjunctions of cause and rhetorical questions, among others. We looked further 
in depth at a few and will continue this next week. 
 
In maths this week, we have finished our topic of measure. We looked at addition and 
subtraction within measure, before moving on to looking at multiplication and division. 
This week we focused on which processes we need to use to work out the answers. We 
then completed our end of section review recapping length and volume! 
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
