Of all the Roman remains in Britain, Hadrian's Wall is probably the most famous. In AD122 the Emperor
Hadrian ordered his soldiers to build a wall between Roman Britain and Scotland. It ran for 73 miles from
Wallsend-on-Tyne to Bowness.
