Year 6 SATs

The Year 6 children have shown many of their school Values this week — including
perseverance and self-belief — to sit all of their End of Key Stage Two Tests (SATSs).
The SATs tested all of the children’s Reading, Grammar and Maths learning from
the past four years. Despite the pandemic, children did an excellent job, worked
hard and tried their very best! We are very proud of them and look forward to
seeing how well they have done when we get their results in July. Thank you,
parents, for your support this week. Thanks also to the staff who organised an early morning
breakfast club for the children to enjoy.

Attendance
As you know, it is the law that all children aged 5 and older must come to school. Unfortunately,
there are still some parents whose children do not attend school regularly. Other parents take their
children on illegal holidays during term time. Because of this, over recent weeks:

e 3 parents received a £433.00 Penalty Notice (fine) each

e 1 parent received a £120.00 Penalty Notice (fine)

e 10 parents all received a £60.00 Penalty Notice (fine) each

Children who have very good attendance (96%+) generally do much better in school than those
whose attendance is not as good. Thank you to the very large majority of our parents who do
support us in achieving high levels of attendance.
